TRAIL PASS PERMIT PURCHASE

» Each person over the age of 11 is required to have a permit for winter groomed multi-use trails, cross
country ski trails and single track trails. Trails are located at Powers Bluff, Richfield 360 County
Forest, Nepco Lake County Park and Powers Bluff. Passes are good at all of these locations.

> Trailhead reqistration station purchase: complete registration form, enclose payment and place in
the drop box prior to utilizing the trail system. Please print your information legibly so we are able to
mail your pass to you. Payment may be check or cash.

» Online purchase: visit https:parksreservations.woodcountywi.gov or scan the QR code below.
Please have your receipt available on your phone or have a printed copy while utilizing the trails.

» Expires on 12/31 of the same year purchased. Purchases in December will be honored to expire on
12/31 of the following year.

» If you purchased an annual permit, your tag will be mailed within 14 working days.
> If lost, a duplicate annual permit is $5.00. Contact the office.

You must be able to show proof of purchase to law enforcement or Parks & Forestry staff.
